Report of the Department Treasurer
Commander McKinch, Officers and Brothers of the Department of Michigan

The Department of Michigan has concluded the financial business of the 2020
Membership Year and our finances continue to be positive. We posted revenues
and expenditures from normal operations during 2020 of $3,509.50 and $3,126.64
respectively to the General Fund. This resulted in an excess of revenues of
$382.86 for the year. As expected, the Pandemic has had a negative effect on our
operational revenues, but we are still in sound financial position.

Total Net Assets available amounted to $25,954.54 as of December 31, 2020. Of
that total, $65.42 is restricted for Gettysburg flag replacement. A total of
$14,756.54 represents unassigned cash that may be disposed of by this
Encampment, $10,000.00 is a receivable from the 2022 National Encampment
Fund, 500.00 is a site deposit for the 2021 Departmental Encampment and $708.00
is inventory available for sale.

The Department of Michigan Permanent Fund reflects a total of $54,458.72,
which consists of a permanently restricted balance of $53,217.25 and a
temporarily restricted income accumulation of $1,241.47.

As directed at the 2020 Department Encampment a separate fund was created
with a loan from the General Fund in the amount of $10,000 for the purpose of
providing initial funding for the 2022 National Encampment to be held in Grand
Rapids. To date the Fund has paid a deposit to the host venue in the amount of
$500.00 and has incurred bank fees and check printing charges in the amount of
$69.16 leaving $9,430.81 in cash available.

I wish to report:

1. All permanent fund assets have been invested in government-backed
securities, mutual funds invested in government backed securities or
insured certificates of deposit through an Edward Jones account. Stated
interest rates on investments are between 2.0% and 3.65% with a net yield
of 2.33% on our investment for the year after amortization of bond
premiums. '
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2. That the actual expenses incurred for the year were $303.14 under the
budgeted amount for the year. This is largely due to officers not
submitting requests for expense reimbursements under the Department
Guidelines and the pledge of $500.00 to the 102 USCT Monument not
being disbursed. An amount of $1,215.37 was spent over the budgeted
amount of $200.00 for website costs, primarily related to Graves
Registration by then DC Payne’s and Council approval.

I offer these recommendations for consideration by the Encampment for the
coming year:

1. That the proposed 2021 operating budget for the General Fund, attached
to this report, be accepted as presented.

2. That, in light of the approval for the Department of Michigan to host the
2022 National Encampment, no General Funds should be transferred to
the Permanent Fund in the current year.

I appreciate the trust placed in me by the Brothers of this Department in electing
me to the position of Treasurer for this past term of office. I am beginning my
third year of a three year term as Department Treasurer so have not submitted a
letter of intent. It has been an honor to serve the Department, and continue to be
proud to be able to offer my professional skills in this position.

This being my 21t year as Graves Registration Officer for the Department, | submit:
This will serve as a report for the recent activities of the Department Graves Registration Committee.

The achievements of the Committee, although significant, did not meet the stated goals of previous period's
Committee Reports - we were not able to motivate all Camps to collect and share graves related records, and
although we encouraged all camps to appoint an active Camp Graves Registration Officer (CGRO), some camps still
failed to do so.

The Committee attempted to meet every quarter, (the March and December meetings were cancelled because of the
pandemic closures), and we achieved an average attendance of over 50% of the total camps in the Department at two
phone-in meetings. These meetings create meaningful dialog that is useful fo Camp Graves Registration Officers (CGRO)
and allowed them a forum to express ideas, concems, and interfacing about the resources available to them.

Every quarter updated information is put on-line by our Department Signals Committee. That database has reached
76,757 records (an increase of over 1,400 in the past year) of heroes buried both in Michigan and in outstate locations.
In addition, we have updated over 8,000 records for changes.

Because of the efforts of Department Signals Officer David Wallace and his Committee, the Graves Database is
scheduled to be reformatted. This effort will allow the public and CGROs to access the data on-line, rather than by
the use of a cd. The database will be controlled by the DGRO.

In addition, the Committee continues its work on the “Last Soldier’ project, created by Committee member Jim

Petrimoulx from Camp 67. This list will be a part of the Graves Registration section of the Department Website, with
Camps reporting changes to the Department Officer.

Under the Department Commander's leadership, the Department of Michigan Graves Registration Program
continues to flourish, and remains a program second to none in the National Organization.

Even with the challenges we have faced this past year, the work of this office has continued.

As always, requests for information on individual veterans and posts are received with some regularity,
which shows that there is interest in the veterans of the Civil War, and concern for the preservation of
documents and records pertaining to same. That is a rewarding aspect of this position.

In October I was contacted by the step-great grandson of a past commander of the H. C. Gilbert Post No.
47, which was located in Dowagiac, Van Buren County. In sorting through some old papers, he found an
original typed and handwritten list of the veterans of Dowagiac. The list was prepared about 1900. Tt
contains the names, service record, date of death and place of burial for 9 1 veterans, including one from
the Revolutionary War, and one from the War of 1812. The list is the only document that has been located
pertaining to Gilbert Post, and will be placed in the archives of this office.

Just in the last few weeks, I was contacted by a lady in the state of Delaware, whose great-great
grandfather was a member of the Zach Chandler Post No. 35 of South Haven, after having transferred
from the Dickinson Post No. 345 in Ann Arbor.

This descendant had found the transfer card of her ancestor, tucked inside of their old family Bible. She
wanted the Records Committee to have a copy, and shared that the veteran had served as a lighthouse
keeper for many years in Van Buren County. Subsequent rescarch on Findagrave.com turned up a sketch
of the veteran in his lighthouse keeper’s uniform.

On a side note, whenever I receive requests for information on a veteran, or research interest on a
particular Grand Army Post, [ always make an inquiry if there is a familial relationship. If it is in the
affirmative, I always included in my responses encouragement to seek membership in the Sons of Union
Veterans, or one of the female Allied Orders, whichever the case may be.

Summary Report of the SUVCW-Dept. of Michigan
Kalamazoo Lincoln Project Special Committee

On August 23, 2020, Department of Michigan Commander Terry McKinch issued General Order #4
(copy attached) following an August 15, 2020 Zoom meeting to discuss the efforts of the Kalamazoo
Abraham Lincoln Institute’s plans to place a privately funded bronze statue of Abraham Lincoln in
Kalamazoo’s Bronson Park where he spoke on August 27, 1856, the only place in Michigan where Mr.
Lincoln made a public appearance. Department Order #4 established a special committee to help advance
the Kalamazoo Lincoln statue project giving specific instruction to all Michigan Camps to support this
“Lincoln memorial endeavor.”

Brother Charles Worley PDC of the March to the Sea Camp #135, Centreville was assigned as committee
chair. Brother Gary Swain, Dept. of MI Junior Vice Commander (PCC) of General Benjamin Prichard,
Camp #20, Kalamazoo, and Brother Cameron Brown also of March to the Sea Camp #135 were also
assigned to the committee. As of this date, the committee has met twice (minutes attached) and prepared
an action plan to help fulfill Commander McKinch’s instructions. At its first organizational
teleconference meeting held on August 28, 2020, the committee agreed to write grant applications
soliciting funds from the SUVCW Monuments and Grant Committee and the SUVCW Charitable
Foundation. Both submissions have been completed with receipt of a $1,000 check from the SUVCW
Charitable Foundation received on January 25, 2020 and dated January 17,2021,

At its November 17, 2020 meeting, the committee decided to submit informative articles for the winter
edition of the Michigan Messenger and also for the upcoming issue of the Banner, explaining the project
and the involvement of the SUVCW-Dept. of Michigan. Both submissions have been made, the articles
being written in the manner of a news release (see copy attached). It was requested by Chairman Worley
thata summary report be written for the Department Secretary and for the Delegates of the 2021
Department Encampment. While the work of the committee is ongoing, this initial summary report is the
fulfillment of Chairman Worley’s November committee directive. The committee also added Brother
Bruce Gosling of the March to the Sea Camp, #135, Centreville to its ranks. The committee met at
Brother Gosling’s office in Sturgis. Brother Swain attended by teleconference.

Brother Worley further directed the committee to draft a resolution for the 2021 Department Encampment
to accompany this report. The chairman requested that wording should include specific treasury accounts
from which to ask for grant funding. The proposed draft resolution is attached to this report. Future
committee meetings will involve 1) requesting the opportunity to present to the Department 2021
Encampment a brief presentation on the Kalamazoo project; 2) encouraging a decision by the National
Encampment to allow solicitation of other Departments and related Camps under the National 501¢3
status; 3) soliciting Dept. of Michigan Camps and Allied Orders such as MOLLOS and the Ladies
Auxiliary; 4) exploring various Brothers affiliations for potential corporate sponsorships; and 5) consider
ways of recognizing Camps and Departments that contribute such as awarding a campaign ribbon for
camp flags, etc.

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ARTICLE XIX - AWARDS & INSIGNIA
Section 3. - Abraham Lincoln Certificate of Appreciation Award

’?urrent Language:

Authorization for a Department certificate of appreciation award is provided. The
award shall be known as the Abraham Lincoln Certificate of Appreciation Award. The
award shall be conferred by the Department Commander upon any individual or entity
who, in the judgment of a three-member panel appointed by the Department
Commander, has through his/her actions, words, and/or deeds significantly
contributed to the furtherance of the memory of the Grand Army of the Republic
within the State of Michigan. Recommendations for possible recipients of said award
shall be submitted, along with a one-page description of the contribution made, to the
Committee Chair who see mail address shall be included with the notice that
nominations are open, no later than two (2) months prior to the Annual Michigan
Department Encampment. Recipients of the award shall be publicly announced, and a
certificate presented at the Annual Michigan Department Encampment. No more than
three (3) recipients shall be selected for the award in any one year.

Discussion by the Submitting Party:

The award shall be conferred by the Department Commander upon any individual or entity
who, in the judgment of a three-member panel appointed by the Department Commander,
has through his/her actions, words, and/or deeds significantly contributed to the furtherance
of the memory of the Grand Army of the Republic within the State of Michigan.

A question to consider is an effort to be recognized to limit the activity to ONLY within the
State of Michigan? For example, if a person/entity from Michigan engages in a project to
erect a Michigan monument, Michigan marker, or clean headstones of Michigan soldiers in
a state other than Michigan, are they to be disqualified?

Draft Resolution for SUVCW-Dept. of Michigan 2021 Encampment

A Resolution to financially support the Kalamazoo Abraham Lincoln Institute’s plan to place a privately funded statue
of Abraham Lincoln in Kalamazoo’s Bronson Park where Mr. Lincoln spoke in 1856.

WHEREAS, the City of Kalamazoo has given its approval to the Kalamazoo Abraham Lincoln Institute, a Michigan
501(c)3 non-profit corporation, to place a privately funded bronze statue of Abraham Lincoln in Kalamazoo’s
Bronson Park where he spoke in 1856, the only public appearance he made in Michigan; and

WHEREAS, an Abraham Lincoln statuein Edinburgh, Scotland was featured on the cover of the 2020 spring issue of
the Banner, prompting several Kalamazoo Brothers to bring to the attention of Department of Michigan
Commander Terry McKinch their efforts to promote the Kalamazoo Lincoln statue project, and

WHEREAS, Department of Michigan Commander Terry McKinch responded by issuing Department Order #4
in August 2020 that established a special committee to help advance the statue project with specific instruction to
all Michigan Camps to support this “Lincoln memorial endeavor,” and

WHEREAS, Brother Gary L. Gibson, PDC has publicly endorsed this effort and Gen. Benjamin Prichard, Camp #20,
Kalamazoo, and March to the Sea Camp, #135, Centreville, have already adopted this “endeavor” as a special
project with supporting financial contributions, and

WHEREAS, the Kalamazoo statue project is aligned with Commander-in-Chief Brian C. Pierson’s National Order
Number 7 of December 9, 2020 encouraging members to follow the SUVCW’s National Policy on Monument
Protection and Preservation.

WHEREAS, Abraham Lincoln’s legacy embodies the full spirit and intent of Commander-in-Chief Pierson’s policy as
President Lincoln, while serving as commander-in-chief of the United States during the crisis of the American Civil
War, placed country first and ultimately was martyred in the course of doing his sworn duty to preserve and protect
the Constitution and thereby save the Union, and

WHEREAS, the Kalamazoo Lincoln statue project has already inspired countless young people in Kalamazoo County
public schools through a well-coordinated fundraising penny drive launched in 2019 to help raise funds for the
